RetroUIË - A better way to use Windows 8.1



RetroUI is designed to make Windows 8.1 easier and more fun to use.

Å RetroUI allows you to skip over the Windows 8.1 Start Screen whenever 

you login.

Å RetroUI brings back the Start Button and Start Menu, and adds powerful 

features that allow you to use the Metro features of Windows 8 easier, 

launch Metro Apps and easily pin your favorite websites too.

Å You can also use the Windows Key on the keyboard [ğ] to open and close 

the RetroUI Start Menu.

Key Features of RetroUI ðOverview



In Windows 8.1, the Metro Start Screen takes over your entire screen.
Å This can cause users to be confused, because Hotcorners and the Charms bar are hidden.

Key Features of RetroUI ðSkip the Start Screen



RetroUI, returns you to the classic Windows desktop after you login.
Å After Login you should see the classic Windows desktop.

Key Features of RetroUI ðSkip the Start Screen



RetroUI, returns the Start Button as a toolbar.
Å If the Start Button isnõt on your screen, you can right click the Taskbar at the bottom 

of the screen, select Toolbars, then select RetroUI Start Button.  Your Start Button is

You now see the Start Button and the RetroUI TabletView icons in your Toolbar
Å Click the RetroUI logo in the lower left to open the Start Menu

Å Advanced Tip ðThis icon can be customized with the RetroUI settings application.

Clicking the Start Button you see the RetroUI Start Menu
Å The Start Menu is easy to use, and has lots of great features that make Windows 8.1 easier.



Using the Windows Key on the keyboard.
Å The Windows Key on the keyboard can be used to open/close the RetroUI Pro Start Menu.

Key Features of the Start Menu



Two simple ways to return to the Windows 8.1 (Metro) Start Screen:
Å Click the return to Start Screen (Metro) icon in the RetroUI Start Menu

Å Or you can also press Ctrl+Escon your keyboard (press the control key and while holding it 

press the Escape key).

Å Or you can use the lower-left corner of the screen with mouse to open it via the Hotcorner.

Now, click ôAll Programsõ. You can right-click any item and select òPin to Start Menuó
Å Once items are pinned, they are visible as favorites, and also in TabletView.



Key Features of the Start Menu

Now, click ôPinned Favoritesõ. Right-click any icon and select òEnable Edit Modeó. Now you 

can drag & drop to arrange your favorites the way you want them.  You can also click the 

un-pin icon to un -pin. Un-pinning removes the icon from favorites AND TabletView.
